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These maps were created from
pixels representing a square
kilometre. They are a colour
representation of satellite
measurements of artificial light
at night. The light is measured
on a range from 0 to 255; 0
means the satellite is detecting
no light in that pixel and 255
means the satelliteís detector is
saturated with light.
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Only 11% of
England still
has truly dark
night skies
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
